Vocab 

Objective 
Students will understand how wetlands around the Bay shoreline protect coastal commu-

nities from sea level rise and flooding. Students will understand that different ecosystems 

on earth provide different services, and wetlands provide specific services that other 

ecosystems do not.  

 

Preparation

Have ready the Ecosystem Services Worksheet.  

 

Delivery 
Ask: What does nature do for humans, or, what is the value of nature to us? Have stu-
dents share their ideas to each other then to the class. Write down these ideas so the 
class can add to the list post-lesson. Watch the Khan Academy video with your students. 
Revisit the list of things nature gives us and add new ideas.  

Now tell students they’ll be looking at the ecosystem services that the tidal wetlands of 
the San Francisco Bay provide for us. Pass out the Ecosystem Services Worksheet. The 
challenge will be to match the lettered explanation to the numbered ecosystem service. 
Once all the students have matched the correct explanations to their respective services, 
revisit the class list of the values of nature. Students can add or change things on the list 
then lead a debrief discussion with the questions below. 
 

Debrief 
What ecosystem services are unique to wetlands specifically? 

What is a direct service that tidal wetlands provide us in the Bay Area? 

What’s an indirect service tidal wetlands provide? 

Describe in your own words the ethical and aesthetic value of the Bay.  

¶ Why is it important that the wetlands around the bay be conserved, and 

open areas available be restored? Why should we restore and conserve 

these wetlands for future generations?
